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Finzi's haunting Eclogue is the only well-
known piece of these four 20th-century
British works for piano and orchestra.
Frederic Austin’s 1944 Concertino and
the original version (string orchestra and
percussion) of Rawsthorne’s Concerto
are world premieres. Unfamiliar, yes,

but it's easy to fall for them — and for
Ferguson’s appealing 1951 Concerto
with its touches of Rachmaninov and
memorable theme and variations
second movement. In all, the imaginative
conception of the programme is matched
by its execution, and is another feather in
the cap of the enterprising Somm label
and pianist Mark Bebbington. JN
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
