Over recent seasons Mark has toured extensively throughout Central and

Northern Europe (both as recitalist and as concerto soloist) as well as the Far

East and North Africa. Within the UK, he has appeared with the London

Philharmonic and Philharmonia Orchestras, London Mozart Players and the

Orchestra of the Swan, at all the major London concert halls and at

Birmingham’s Symphony Hall, and he has featured both as concerto soloist

and recitalist on BBC Television and Radio and also on major European

Television and Radio networks.
